(as opposed to being automatically sent out by the computer).  This whole thing 
sounds very simple, but it definitely is not.  We have spent a great deal of time 
analyzing the profiles of would-be applicants and the two who actually applied.   
 

One of those who actually applied simply would not be able to meet our needs of 
growing the church, so we did not talk with her.  The other one lived reasonably 
close so we had him come in for an interview with the Executive Committee.  All 
agreed that he would not be right for us either.
