On November 6, 2010, the delegates and clergy elected Rev. Martin Scc
Field as the Eighth Bishop of the Diocese of West Missouri. One day short of fc
months later, Rev. Field was ordained and consecrated as our new Bishop,
following in the footsteps of Bishop Barry R. Howe. It is more than the
imagination can wrap around when all of the behinethe-scenes tasks are
considered to make this day happen.

The culmination of these days, weeks and months of planning occurred
on March 5, 2011 in thdmperial Ballroom of the Muehlbach Hotel in downtown

entire service for those who arehearing-impaired.

During the ceremony, the Presiding Bishop called for various
testimonials to be read, including: Certificate of Election by the Diocese of Wes
Missouri, one that listed the dates and placeof his ordinations to the Diaconate
and the priesthood; the consent of 95 of the Standing Committees of the Dioces
of the Episcopal Church and consent of 97 Bishops, both of which were
majorities. Bishop Field is the 1,055 bishop elected and consecedtin the
Episcopal Church.

When everyone was vested, we waited in the hallway outside of the
Imperial Ballroom. For me, there was an aura of anticipation for this event that
surrounded everyone. The presenters for Rev. Field, the people who would ves
him, visiting Bishops, crucifers and torchbearers from several congregations,
Deacon Jerry Grabher from the Cathedral carrying the Gospel, four vested
Bishops, including Bishop Howe, Fr. Field and then the Presiding Bishop. Othe!
