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Rector Search at St. Matthew’s

Dear Parish Family and Friends:

Our Parish, aswe all know, isin the process of seeking a new Rector. The purpose of my
article this month is to bring our members and friends up to date on the excellent progress
being made by your Vestry in fulfilling their responsibilities on your behalf.

Perhaps alittle background would bein order. The Rev. Robert Hutcherson, the Second
Rector of Saint Matthew’s, beginning his faithful ministry among usin 1983, retired in
2008.

The Vestry asked me to become Interim Rector in September of that same year with the
expectation that working together, Vestry and Interim, Saint Matthew’s would bein a
position to compete the many required transitional tasks and issue a“call” to the next
Rector in the summer of 2010. Please know that we are on schedule with a huge amount
of work already completed.

The Vestry underwent extensive training to prepare themselves; first they attended a
workshop | conducted for several area Episcopal congregations on the role and work of a
vestry; next they took part in atraining event on Appreciative Inquiry sponsored by the
Diocese; additionally, the Bishop met with the total Vestry and Archdeacon John McCann
facilitated a special Vestry meeting on the many tasks needed to be completed before
actual nominations were received. The Vestry aso made a thorough study of George
Barna s book Turn-Around Churches.

Fortified by study and prayer, the members of the Vestry next interviewed more than forty
ministry groups concerning our goals for the future and the abilities desired in the next
Rector; the results were reported during two congregational meetings this past summer.

Thisfall, thanks to Dave Macey, a new web-site was devel oped so that prospective rector
candidates could learn about us on-line. Thetotal Vestry devoted many hours working on
the “Parish Description,” “Parish Goals” and “Desired Abilities’ of candidates. Injust a
few days the Diocese will receive our Search Documents and upon approval, our open
position will be posted through the National Church.

At our Annual Meeting on the 31st of this month, the Congregation will receive copies of
our search request and, also, information on submitting nominations. Further, the meeting
will include a briefing about the steps the Vestry will take in screening candidates in order
to arrive at the two or three finalists to be considered.

It ismy personal observation that your Vestry is doing outstanding work and it isa
pleasure to be their and your Interim Consultant as well as your Interim Rector. Please
feel freeto direct any questions, comments, or suggestions to a Vestry Member.
