 Am I a Sinner? 
 

 During the first four Sundays of Pentecost, I will draw our attention to 
the issue of our sinful nature. In Romans Chapters 1-10, recent Biblical 
ǎŎƘƻƭŀǊǎƘƛǇ ǎǳƎƎŜǎǘǎ ǘƘŀǘ ǿŜ ŀǊŜ ǇǊŜǎŜƴǘŜŘ ǿƛǘƘ ǘƘŜ ōŀǎƛŎ ǘŜŀŎƘƛƴƎǎ ƻŦ tŀǳƭΩǎ 
theology. This epistle was written to the Christians in Rome about 57 A.D. 
Paul had finished one journey, and he planned to visit Rome on his way to 
Spain. The Roman church was mostly Jewish, but it also contained a growing 
number of non-Jewish Christians.

since we have been justified though faith, we have peace with God through

 In Romans, Paul clearly sets forth the foundations of the Christian 
faith. He emphasizes that all people are sinful, and we are made right with 
God through faith. Since we are justified by faith, we are able to begin a new 
spiritual and moral relationship with Jesus Christ. It is the ŦƻǳƴŘŀǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ tŀǳƭΩǎ 
doctrine that we are sinners who are now justified by faith.

Salvation: Christ has redeemed us from our fallen nature. Therefore, we are 
able to enter into a new relationship of love with God. 
 
Growth:  As we grow in our relationship with Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit 
frees us from the fearful demands of the law. It is by living in the Holy Spirit 
that our fallen, sinful nature is overcome. 
 
Sovereignty: God oversees and cares for his people past, present and future. 
God is in charge of all creation and his intention is the salvation of all 
humankind and creation. All of humanity is called ƛƴ /ƘǊƛǎǘ ǘƻ ŀŎŎŜǇǘ DƻŘΩǎ 
love and gracious forgiveness.

If you want complexity read the book of Leviticus or the Internal Revenue Code. If you want 
ǘƻ ǳƴŘŜǊǎǘŀƴŘ DƻŘΩǎ love, we have many places to find it. One of my favorites is Matthew 
11:28-30. We can also find it in another hymn that I love My Shepherd Will Supply. The 
message of the passage from Matthew is simple and the music of the hymn is both simple 
and elegant.   
 
Well, you are probably wondering what this means for us as a parish. We were once many 
and we could produce beautiful services. Now we are fewer and working hard to 
demonstrate what we believe to others and ourselves. Our reconstruction project is under 
way. We can move forward by not looking back. We cannot be like the people of Israel who 
wanted to return to Egypt when the going got hard. Those actions and attitudes can never 
deliver the positive results we all desire. I would encourage everyone to read the 13th chapter 
of First Corinthians. St. Paul is very clear about what we should do. If we pursue the goal of
