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Focus on Lay Ministry
Here in Saint Matthew’s Parish we have over 50 active lay ministries

involving some 300 volunteer positions. Many of our members take part in
several lay ministry areas for which we thank them with our whole hearts.

The purpose of this article is to consider the unique opportunity for service
of the Eucharistic Minister and the Eucharist Visitor. We begin by reminding
ourselves that in an ideal situation, every Eucharist would find a Bishop, Priest,
Deacon, and Lay Person (Sub-Deacon, Acolyte, Lector, Eucharistic Minister) at
the Altar supported by the Altar Guild, Musicians, Greeters, and Ushers. The
beauty and wonder of being part of the Eucharist fills us with awe as God touches
our lives.

The Eucharistic Minister is the term used to describe participation in the
distribution of the Holy Communion at liturgical services in the Parish Church and
the Eucharistic Visitor is the person that is sent out from the Altar to carry Holy
Communion to those not able to attend in the Parish building.

Persons who believe they may be called by God to offer themselves to
serve as Eucharist Ministers and/or Eucharistic Visitors must be licensed by the
Bishop. A portion of the licensing requirement centers on training in such areas as
theology of the Sacrament, the history of the ministry, plus customs and practices
in administering the Body and Blood of Jesus the Christ.

To facilitate the training of persons to be newly licensed or for those
persons renewing their license a workshop will be held on 27 June, the forth
Sunday, at 10:45 in the nave. This session is also a part of our summer adult
formation program and all are invited to attend for the learning even if not seeking
a license in these ministries. The session will conclude before noon.
